Who was speaking to Moses in Exodus 3:14? 

Compare Christ’s statement in John 8:58? 

 

Who is speaking in Revelation 21:5-7?  (note the word “God” in vs. 7) 

Who is speaking in Revelation 1:10-18? (note particularly the name in vs. 11) the NWT leaves out the phrase “I 

am Alpha and Omega, the first and the last: and,” but I can show it to you in the Greek New Testament! 

When did God die according to verse 18? 

 

Who was the creator according to Genesis 1:1? 

Who was the creator according to John 1:1-5? 

Who was the “Word” of John 1:1? (see John 1:14) 

 

Who is this “Mighty God” of Isaiah 9:6-7? 

 

When was God manifest in the flesh?  When did he preach unto the Gentiles?  When was he received up into 

glory?  1 Timothy 3:16 (the NWT leaves out the word God which is Theos and is clearly in the Greek NT) 

 

Who is “God with us”?  Matthew 1:23 

 

Where did Jesus come from?  John 6:51 

 

Did Jesus have glory before the world existed?  John 17:5 

Was Jesus with God according to this text?  John 17:5 

 

Who does Isaiah 45:21-23 sound like? 

 

Is God and the Lord Jesus the same person?  1 Corinthians 8:6; John 20:28 

 

Who was Stephen praying to in Acts 7:59? 

 

Who did Moses see in Exodus 33 in light of John 1:18 & 1 John 1:2? 

 

Who did the king see in Daniel 3:25? 

 

Do you know what Immanuel means?  Isaiah 7:14

Luke 16:19-31 – Does the word “certain” imply that it was just a parable?  Note the words “torments” and 

“blazing fire.” 

 

Is it an actual place or just the grave? 

Psalms 9:17 

2 Samuel 22:6 

Psalms 18:5 

Proverbs 15:24 

Proverbs 23:14  Will discipline deliver your child from the grave? 

Proverbs 27:20  A place of destruction? 

Isaiah 5:14; 14:15  Remote parts of the pit? 

Ezekiel 31:16-17 

Amos 9:2 

Luke 10:15; 12:5  Gehenna was a place of burning. It clearly states that this is after death. 

Matthew 10:28  Again, is this not after death? 

Revelation 20:10-15  Death and hades cast into a lake of fire?   Those not found written in the book of life also.

Is it a place of torment?

Is there a place of eternal fire? 

Matthew 13:40-42, 49-50; 18:8  “everlasting fire”

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Do the demonic spirits know there is a place of torment?

Where is the great multitude going to dwell forever?

Revelation 19:1 “a great crowd in heaven”

Who are the 144,000 of Revelation? 

Are they not ALL Jews?  Revelation 7:4 

Are they not ALL males?  Revelation 14:4 

Are they not ALL virgins?  Revelation 14:4 

 

Can you have life (eternal) without Christ’s shed blood?  John 6:53 

 

-Read John 3:3-15  Are there any exceptions in vs. 3? 

-Read 1 John 5:1   Does “everyone believing” leave anyone out? 

-Read Romans 8:1-16  There is a difference between walking the flesh and in the Spirit.   

 Does God’s Spirit dwell in you?  vs. 9 

 Are you led by God’s Spirit?  vs. 14 

 Does the Holy Spirit bear witness with your spirit that you are the child of God?  vs. 16
